Provenance: The company of Norman May of Bridlington, U.K. were well
known importers of quality German air rifles and had in their portfolio the
BSF range as well as Weihrauch. Weihrauch dominated the adult UK air rifle
market in the 1970's to 1990’s, with their HW35 model being the best seller
in all its guises. Norman May Co. did the unthinkable towards the end of the
1970's and decided to customise these Weihrauch rifles, giving them the new
name of 'Vixen' and improving on what most buyers already considered
perfection. It took a couple of years for the final version to be arrived at and
modifications included cosmetic alterations such as chroming certain pieces
of the furniture but the main difference was internal. The piston was sleeved
down making the mainspring a tighter fit and less likely to buckle. The piston
was also polished and chromed and a special bespoke guide-rod fitted, unique
to each rifle and different for each calibre. Originally a special longer nickel-
alloy coated Swedish steel mainspring was also utilised. The transfer port
was also modified and particular to the calibre. Sadly, many of the original
springs failed within the first few shot and were often replaced with
proprietary Weihrauch springs. Three versions were produced with customer
request sometimes mixing the specifications. The Standard model used a
22in. barrel and the action was fitted in the plain beech stock. A ‘Luxus’
version with walnut stock and a shorter barrel was also available, and lastly,
the ‘Export’ version, both using the Weihrauch stocks of the same name. It is
believed around 200 examples were made in.177 and around 500 in .22 across
all models. With the retail price of an HW35 being approximately £54 in 1979,
the Vixen at £157 for the top model was a considered purchase. These
Weihrauchs were the first commercially available customised and tuned
pieces and paved the way for later companies such as Venom and Air-Masters

IN THE GUNROOM
DICKSON SQUARE ACTION
Donald Dallas

The Dickson round action is a very well-known gun, one of the most
beautiful hammerless guns ever built with its sculpted round action
design, its elegance, light weight and fast handling. They are all of the
finest quality and it is heartening to know that the Dickson round
action is still in production today.

But a Dickson square action? It sounds a bit incongruous, but a
Dickson square action is actually a round action with that beautifully
shaped rounded action replaced with square sides and dummy
sideplates so that it resembled a conventional sidelock ejector.
Dickson square actions are incredibly rare with only eleven being
recorded in the Dickson ledgers. This auction has one of these rare
square actions in lot 1407, a Dickson square action no. 5694 dating
from 1904.

Whenever hammerless guns appeared in the 1870s, countless patents
abounded as makers vied with each other to build the best
mechanisms. John Dickson & Son of 63 Princes Street, Edinburgh
were no different, but they evolved an entirely different type of
hammerless gun. Instead of the mechanism being enclosed in the
action body or conventional sidelocks, they constructed a mechanism
based on top of the triggers, a trigger plate action. This design evolved
in three patents, 1880 and two in 1887.

By having the mechanism contained on the trigger plate, the action
bar, devoid of mechanical parts could be considerably rounded, hence
the term round action. The round action Dickson was immediately a
beautiful and very distinctive gun with this shape. In addition to its
beauty, it was also very strong as so little of the action bar had to be
cut away. It was also light weight making it lighter than a conventional
sidelock of this time. One of its real attributes was that it handled
superbly with the weight of the trigger plate in the centre of the gun.
John Dickson had actually conceived the gun as a fast-handling grouse
gun where speed was vital in the grouse butt, up and over the sticks.
This is why most Dickson round actions have the unusual barrel length
of 29”.

If it was such a shapely, elegant and inherently Scottish gun, then why
on earth would it be spoiled by fitting square action sides with dummy
sideplates to give it the appearance of a conventional sidelock action
just like the majority of sidelock ejectors south of the border?

Well at least eleven of Dickson’s customers preferred this as they
ordered round action guns built to the square action design as per lot
1407 in this auction, Dickson no. 5694 of 1904.

In the late 19th century when the round action was born, it became
rapidly popular in Scotland. Virtually every Scottish landed gentry
family bought round actions and it became the best gun to have in
Scotland. It was an inherently Scottish gun and it became de rigueur
for the majority of wealthy Scottish sportsmen to purchase one or a
pair for use on the many shoots that proliferated in Scotland. Although
many London best guns were sold in Scotland at this time it was the
Dickson round action that was the prevalent best gun in Scotland.

Right up until the First World War, very few Dickson round actions
were sold south of the border or abroad; it was the gun for Scotland
and this might explain the raison d’etre for the square action.

The Dickson round action’s unique “Scottishness” might be the reason
why some sportsmen wanted it to look like a conventional sidelock
ejector. On a shoot, a square action would look exactly like a London
made sidelock ejector and perhaps this is exactly what some
customers must have wanted. Often by researching the owner of a
square action a clue can be found as to why they would want a round
action to be altered in this way. Many had English connections and
perhaps participated in shoots south of the border where a more
conventional looking gun was the norm.

The gun in this auction, lot 1407 is one of a pair of square actions nos.
5693/4 sold on the 20th August 1904 to C.H. Cowan. They are round
action guns but with square sides and dummy sideplates with round
action patent use numbers 1146 and 1147. Charles Cowan was born in
1872 and lived at Westerlea House, Murrayfield in Edinburgh and was
a member of the famous Penicuik papermaking firm of Alex Cowan &
Sons of Valleyfield Mills, Penicuik. They made high quality paper
including bank notes. But why on earth did an Edinburgh paper
manufacturer want his Dickson round actions to be built like
conventional sidelock ejectors? Since he died in 1943 we have some
difficulty in answering this.

HOLTS AIRGUNS

Over the last two sales of Fine Antique and Modern Firearms, in
December of last year and this March, Holts have sold fourteen
antique 18th and early 19th century pneumatic air rifles,
demonstrating the increasing interest among collectors in these rare
and historically important guns. Among them, were superb examples
from London gunmakers such as Fisher, Harrison, Beattie and Kolbe.
The provincial gunmaker, Wallis of Hull and continental gunmakers;
Bossler of Darmstadt, Schembor of Vienna, Hoffmann of Suerin and
Wentzlau of Ehrenbreitstein. Lot 70, in their upcoming July auction, is
a magnificent cased 60 bore ball-reservoir pneumatic air rifle by
Edward Bate of Brownlow Street, London, circa 1775, retailed by Isaac
Riviere, with an auction estimate of £5,000 - £7,000.

Pneumatic air rifles and the exceptionally rare air pistols, were the
height of the gun makers art, invariably beautifully engraved and
expensive to acquire. Bullets were propelled by compressed air forced
into a reservoir via a pump, which was either a ball reservoir attached
to the gun at the fore end, in the stock, or the butt of a pistol;
occasionally, the reservoir was contained in an outer housing
surrounding the barrel. Used for small game and on the continent, for
deer and wild boar, a fully charged air gun had a velocity of 1000 feet
per second and was capable of driving a lead ball through a one inch
pine board at 150 paces - roughly 450 feet.

The ultimate rich boy’s toy, air weapons were also very popular for
target shooting; the Duke of Atholl owned a matched pair of air pistols
and the diarist, Thomas Creevey, recorded a cosy dinner party held by
the Prince Regent at the Royal Pavilion in Brighton. The Prince had a
considerable collection of different firearms and after dinner,
encouraged the ladies to shoot at a target with one of his airguns. A
Miss Bloomfield hit the ceiling; Miss Johnstone, the dining room door,
but Lady Downshire received applause for potting a violinist in the
orchestra.

Air guns had several advantages over conventional firearms; they were
quieter, with none of the thick, sulphurous, corroding smoke
associated with black powder ignition. Were quicker to reload, easier
to clean, had virtually no recoil and relatively unaffected by rain. An
ideal assassin’s weapon; the District Captain of Linz, the capital of
Austria, became sufficiently concerned to pass an edict that a licence
was required to manufacture, or own an air gun. To avoid the cost of
buying the licence, is supposed to be the reason 18th and 19th century
air guns were disguised with faux flintlock mechanisms.
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In 1778, the Italian watch and gun maker, Bartolomeo Girandoni,
developed a powerful repeating air gun, with the reservoir in the butt
and a spring fed tube containing a magazine of twenty balls. News of
Girandoni's remarkable gun reached Field Marshall Mortz von Lacy of
the Austrian army, who commission Girandoni to adapt his gun for
military use and translocated him from Cortina d’Ampezzo to Penzing
in Austria, to begin production. By 1788, the start of the war between
Austria and Turkey, about 1500 repeaters, complete with knapsacks
containing two spare reservoirs, cleaning stick, lead ladle and a
hundred .46 calibre balls, had been delivered to the depot at
Petrovardin Fortress.

Potentially the assault rifle of the era offering terrific fire power, the
Giran-doni had a limited life as a military weapon and the problems
with them, were inherent to all 18th and early 19th century air guns.
The mechanism was highly complex and required constant
maintenance; to avoid air leak-ing and pressure dropping, the leather
gaskets, washers, seals and valves needed frequent lubrication with
whale oil. The rivetted and brazed iron reservoirs were fragile and
easily damaged, took an age to fill - something in the region of 3,500
strokes of a hand pump - and prone to rupturing if compression
capacity was exceeded. Regimental armourers tended to have the
basic skills of a blacksmith and a damaged Girandoni repeater
required the mechanical expertise of a clockmaker; added to which,
using the rifle required specialist training, almost impossible to
achieve in a largely conscript army. They were withdrawn at the end of
the Hapsburg-Ottoman war and then reissued in small numbers with
an improved reser-voir filling system and mobile pumps mounted on
carts, when Napoleon invaded Austria.

As a military arm, the Girandoni proved to be a failure and by 1815,
had been phased out of the Austrian army, but remained popular
among civil-ians and was much copied by other gunmakers. Holt's
sold three air guns made on the Girandoni system in their December
2024 sale; the Schem-bor of Vienna, a Stormer of Herzberg am Harz,
an unsigned German gun and in the March sale, a repeater by Fisher
of London. A Girandoni repeater famously accompanied the Lewis and
Clark Expedition to explore the country after the Louisiana Purchase of
1803. Captain Merriweather Lewis used the gun at least sixteen times
to impress and pacify the various Indi-an tribes he met on the journey,
writing in 1806; "My air gun also astonish-es them very much, they
cannot comprehend it's shooting so often and without powder, and
think it is great medicine.”
